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YOUR LEGISLATOR 
AT WORK

Tn today's world, legislat­ 

ing for an economic and gov­ 
ernmental unit as large as 
California cannot well be 
limited on a stop-and-go 
basis. Our growth is never- 
«hding, and problems de­ 
manding action don't come 
In session-sized packages. 
That is why our interim 
work keeps expanding, both 
in volume and importance.

The Senate and the As­ 
sembly are now both pre­ 
paring for their activity dur­ 
ing the period before the 
106"5 regular session. The 
Senate has re-adopted its 
previous pattern of 13 fact- 
finding committees. 12 of 
which are responsible for 
fcpecifir: subjects ranging 
from agriculture to water, 
the last for "general re­ 
search." The Assembly also 
renewed its group of 27 in­ 
terim committees, and add­ 
ed » new one with general 
responsibility.

Large Sums Needed
Right now, the rules com­ 

mittees of the two houses 
are deciding the expense 
allocations which will be 
given to the various commit, 
tees for their needs. Based 
upon past experience, a total 
of several hundred thousand 
dollars will be required.

As I have written here 
before, these interim groups
•will certainly have their 
work cut out for them dur­ 
ing the next eighteen 
months. More than 500 As­ 
sembly bills, plus about 200 
resolutions will be referred 
to the interim committees of 
that house for study and 
recommendation. About half 
that number will be sent to 
the Senate groups.

As needs require, meet­ 
ings will be scheduled in 
many communities all over 
the state in months to come. 
Thus, many more indivi­ 
duals will he able to partici­ 
pate directly in legislative 
consideration of matters in
•which they are concerned, 
than could do so if all meet­ 
ings were held in Sacramen­ 
to during sessions.

4 Major Subjects
The hundreds of subjects

to be reviewed include 
everything from aeronautics 
to water, from criminal law 
to workmens' compensation. 
Some topics will require 
much research, and many 
meetings. Others may be dis­ 
posed of with less work.

As of now, it appears that 
four major subjects will pro­ 
bably attract the greatest in­ 
terest during our interim ac­ 
tivity. The problem of assur­ 
ing an adequate labor sup­ 
ply for California's huge 
agricultural industry is one. 
Another area includes the 
many remaining problems in 
education, collegiate as well 
as elementary. A third re­ 
lates to the social insurance 
programs, disability and un­ 
employment insurance, and 
workmens' compensation. 
The fourth is urban prob­ 
lems.

The abrupt end of the pro­ 
gram to import Mexican na­ 
tionals — vraceros — cre­ 
ates a very serious situation 
for the producers of some of 
our most important crops. 
If Congress persists in its re­ 
fusal to entend the program. 
California will be confronted 
with the immediate necssity 
of developing an adequate 
substitute labor supply, or 
with practically the total 
loss of these crops. Greater 
use of youth in farm work, 
housing, health, social insur­ 
ance — all of these involve 
legislative angles which 
must be studied.

Urban Problems Mount
In education, the number 

of topic* on committee agen­ 
das is lat-ge. Salary levels 
for college instructors, re­ 
search at state colleges, a 
new formula for public 
school support, seem the 
most important.

Many bills relating to the 
benefits and financing of the 
social insurance programs 
will be on the dockets of 
some committees. Serious 
problems of financing on a 
sound fcasis are very evi­ 
dent.

Our sprawling urban areas 
continue to produce tough 
problems. From mass tran­ 
sit to sanitation, these must 
be studied and solved.
