I Have Never Denied Truth
"A charge having got into circulation in some of 

the neighborhoods of this district, in substance that I 
am an open scoffer at Christianity, 1 have by the ad­ 
vice of some friends concluded to notice the subject 
In this form," wrote Mr. Lincoln to a newspaper.

That T am not a member of any Christian 
Church, is true; but I have never denied the truth of 
the Scriptures; and T have never spoken with inten­ 
tional disrespect of religion in general, or of any De­ 
nomination of Christians in particul.n

"ft is true that in early life." coniinucd Mr. Lin- 
'"In. "I was inclined to believe in what I understand 
i r,il|H t| 1P 'Doctrine of Necessity'   that is, that 
(lip human mind is compelled to action,-or held in 
rest by gome power, over which the mind itself has no 
control; and I have sometimes (with one. two, or 
three, but never publicly) tried to maintain this opin­ 
ion in argument.   the habit of arguing thus hovv- 
rver, F have entirely left for more than five years   
and I add here, I have always understood this same 
opinion to be held by several of the Christian denomi­ 
nations.

"The foregoing is the whole truth, br'efly stated, in 
relation to myself, upon the subject.

"I do not think T could myself, be brought to 
support a man for office, whom 1 knew to be an open 
enemy of, and scoffer at, religion.

"Leaving the higher matter of eternal conse­ 
quences between him and his Maker, i still do not 
think any man has the right thus to insult the feel­ 
ings, .iiul injure 11IP morale, of HIP coinmnniiy in 
Which he may live.

"If. then, f wa< gui/   ondiu I, I .>lmiild 
blame no man who should (ondcmn me lor it," Mr. 
Lincoln concluded, "but I do blame those, whoever 
they may be. who fal<eh put -M. h .. charge in circula­ 
tion r-"::-n-f mr."

Assistance of a Divinity

Nearly fifteen years later, whpn leaving his 
friends and home on February 11, 1961. to depart for 
Washington, D.C., and the Presidency, Mr. Lincoln 
spoke briefly on the subject of a^Divine Being.

'I now leave not knowing^when, or whether ever, 
I may return, with a task before me greater than that 
which rested upon Washington," said Mr. Lincoln.

"Without the assistance of that Divine Being Who 
ever attended him, I cannot succeed. With that as­ 
sistance, I cannot fail.

"Trusting in Him, Who can go with me, and re­ 
main with you and be everywhere for good, let us 
confidently hope that all wili yet be well.

"To His care commending you .1 | hope in your 
prayers you will recommend me. I bid you an affec­ 
tionate farewell," said Mr. Lincoln.

current Issue of "The He- 
view and Herald." official 
news maga/ine of the Sev­ 
enth-day Adventist Church 
published in Washington, 
D.C.

The article is authored by 
Drs. Frank R. Lemon and 
Richard T. Walden of Loin a 
Linda (California) Univer­ 
sity School of Medicine. It 
cites findings of a study In 
which 63,000 Seventh-day 
Adventists throughout Cali­ 
fornia were compared with 
the general California popu­ 
lation from 1955 through 
1950.

Sponsored by the Depart­ 
ment of Preventive Medicine 
and Public Health of LlU'g 
School of Medicine, the re­ 
search studied the incidence 
of pulmonary emphysema 
among Seventh -day Adven­ 
tists compared with that, of 
the general California popu­ 
lation.

Emphysema, a non-rever-

and 1050, says the article. 
Some researchers have sug­ 
gested a strong relationship 
between the disease and cig­ 
arette smoking. Since Sev­ 
enth-day Adventists do not 
smoke, a study comparing 
them with the general pop 
ulation is valuable in study­ 
ing emphysema.

The five-year research 
findings show that, as com­ 
pared to the general Califor­ 
nia population mortality sta­ 
tistics, there should have 
been 22 deaths from emphy­ 
sema among the Adventist 
control group. There were 
four such deaths.

According to the doctors 
reporting the findings "there 
was less death (in the Ad­ 
ventist group) than expect­ 
ed from all forms of bron­ 
chitis, pulmonary fibrosis, 
asthma and respiratory in- 
factions. But there were less 
than twenty per cent as 
many deaths from emphy­ 
sema.

The doctors said in the 
article that, they studied 
closely not only the four 
deaths in the Adventist 
group which were primarily 
caused by emphysema, but 
14 other deaths in that, group 
in which emphysema had 
been listed a* * contribut­

ing cause of death.
The physicians pointed 

out that, based on the gen­ 
eral California population, 
!'- «.-P -iioiild have been 51 
deaths in the Adventist 
group in which emphysema 
was listed as a contributing 
cause of death.

Of the IS deaths in the 
Adventist group In which 
emphysema was a primary 
or contributing cause, the 
researchers were able (o ob­ 
tain thorough information 
on 10 of those concerned  
from three of the four 
deaths 'n which emphysema 
was a primary cause of 
death, and in seven of the 14 
deaths in which it was list­ 
ed as a contributing cause.

Citing air pollution factors 
the report states "Another 
difference between Seventh- 
day Adventists and Califor­ 
nia populations was that 42.9 
per cent of the latter is con­ 
centrated in Los Angeles 
and Orange counties. This 
'basin' area has a rather se­ 
vere problem with air pollu­ 
tion.
