1. Be sure, to read labrl on 
boitle three times: as you 
take it from the shelf; be­ 
fore you pour; and again be­ 
fore returning it to shelf.

11. Never reach for a med­ 
icine in the dark, or in a 
dimly lighted room.

12. Dispose of medicines 
that are old. and those 
which have altered.

ets of medicine. If any ;» 

pear contact the doctor im- 
mediately. It is very import­ 
ant to follow the doctor's or­

ders   the correct dose, pro­ 
cedure to give it; and the 
time it is to be given. Doses 
improperly spaced could 
cause a serious reaction.

It is more, of a problem to 
give medicines on time in 
the. home than in a hospital 
where a medicine nurse has 
this specific duty. There are 
manly interruptions in the 
home to cause a housewife 
to forget.

lelpful reminder for per- 
*ons living alone and de­ 
pendent on themselves for 
taking medicine.
