Carson Intersections
Get Left Turn Lanes

Left-turn pockets have
been provided at two major
Carson intersections at the
direction of Supervisor Ken-
neth Hahn.

Carson boulevard’s inter-
sections with Avalon boule-
vard and Main street have
been striped for left turns
only in the middle lane,

In calling for the left-turn
pockets,  Supervisor Hahn
pointed out that Carson is a
three-lane highway and dan-
gerous situations are created
when cars approach the in-
tersettions in opposit direc-
tions from the middle lane.

Difficult

“It was difficult for driv-
ers to know whether the on-
coming car was planning to
turn left or proceed through
the intersection,” Hahn ob-
served.

He pointed out that re-
serving the middle lane for

| ervisor’s

only facilitates
traffiec movements, but
greatly lessens tho vossibili-
ty of headon- collisions.
Confusion

“l have never liked the
three-lane highways because
the middle lane, normally
used only for passing, cre-
ates confusion,” Hahn sgaid.
“However, there are still
several three-lane highways
in the county and 1 think
we should move forward as
goon as possible in widening
these to at least four lanes
with a divided center strip.”
