Legislation in Congress to 
form a joint United States- 
Mexico Commission on Nar­ 
cotics, a proposal Initiated in 
1959 by Supervisor Kenneth 
Hahn, was strongly endorsed 
by the Board of Supervisors 
this week.

Hahn advanced the idea in 
a letter to President Dwight 
D. Elsenhower. In 1961, the 
Supervisor repeated the pro­ 
posal in correspondence to 
President John F. Kennedy 
and in 1962 it was made a 
recommendation of the Presi­ 
dent's White House Confer­ 
ence on Narcotics and Drug 
Abuse. President Lyndon B 
Johnson also recommendec 
the legislation to Congress 
early this year.

Now pending as House 
Joint Resolution 780, it re­ 
quests the President of the 
United States to negotiate 
with the President of Mexico 
to form a joint commission to 
investigate the flow of mart 
juana, narcotics, and o t h e i 
dangerous drugs between the f£ 
two countries.

HAHN POINTED out nar­ 
cotics is California's number

mission on Narcotics would 
strengthen the ties of friend­ 
ship which now exist between 
the two countries and bring 
their citizens closer together 
in mutual respect and under­ 
standing," Hahn said.
