More than :>U.UOO cars are 
stolen every year in Califor­ 
nia and approximately one- 
half of these thefts are the di­ 
rect result ot owner careless­ 
ness.

"In just about 50 per cent 
of the cases, all the thief has 
to do is get in the car. turn 
the key   conveniently left 
there by the owner   and 
drive away." California High­ 
way Patrol Commissioner 
Bradford M. Crittenden said.

"You can help to reduce 
auto thefts by following three 
steps,'' t h e commissioner 
said.
  Always take your car keys 

with you land don't forget to 
lock the ignition if you drive 
a model in which the ignition 
can he left in an open poti- 
tioni.
  Lock your car, including 

the wind wings.
  Park in a well lighted 

area.
It is also advisable to spray 

the ignition system with plas­ 
tic, which prevents use of a 
jumper wire or metal foil to 
short circuit the sys'em: and 
to punch out identifying num­ 
bers on car keys, a.'.er first 
recording the numbers at 
home. This will make it more 
difficult lor anyone elese to 
duplicate your keys, the com­ 
missioner said.
