legislation which will im­ 
prove law enforcement prac­ 
tices and insure society's pro­ 
tection under the law.

"Society must be protected 
in its rights against unneces­ 
sary harassment by the police­ 
man. But, at the same time, 
it must provide the officer 
and the enforcement agencies 
the tools with which to work 
so a stable and law-abiding 
society can be maintained," 
Hahn said.

THE St PERVISOR asked 
County Counsel to confer 
with the Sheriff, District At­ 
torney, Grand Jury, and Pre­ 
siding Judge of the Superior 
Court to draft legislation 
which can be introduced at 
the 1965 session of the State 
Legislature.

Hahn cited several deci­ 
sions by State courts and the 
U.S. Supreme Court which 
make law enforcement's job 
more difficult by:

1. Preventing the search of

an automobile trunk or even 
glove compartment for possi­ 
ble hidden narcotics.

2. Preventing the use of 
road blocks to search out the 
suspected criminal.
