Each year in the fall, phy­ 
sicians and public health 
workers are frequently asked 
to advise patients and other 
individuals, business firms 
and employers of people HI 
vital public services as to 
whether immunization against 
influenza is recommended

Routine annual immuni?.i 
lion is advocated for some in­ 
dividuals because of their 
or physical condition. For 
others, the need (or vaccina­ 
tion is contingent upon the 
likelihood of a sizeable out­ 
break of influenza.

Because influenza is alwa> - 
with us to some degree, regu­ 
lar immunization is recom­ 
mended for those peoplr 
among whom u n u s u a 1 \\ 
high mortality rates mighi 
b« expected to result from in 
fluenza. These high risk 
groups can he broadly calr 
forized as: li persons of a!;
•ges who suffer from chron 
le debilitating diseases: J> 
persons in older age groups-
•nd 3 * pregnant women.

THE HKST <;KOU' iimi- 
prises many illnesses Clnl 
dren or adults who have luil 
rheumatic heart disease arc 
Included, especially those 
with mitral stenosis. Also in 
eluded are people with other 
kinds of heart or circulators 
disease— arteriosclerosis, hy­ 
pertension, cardiac insuffici­ 
ency of any degree.

Chronic lung disorders 
place sufferers in the hiqli 
riik category for whom in­ 
fluenza immunization i .> 
recommended: chronic asth­ 
ma bronchitis, or bronchicct- 
Mta: pulmonary fibrosis. em­ 
physema or tuberculosis. Pa­ 
tients with diabetes or Addi
•on's disease should also 
immunized.

Age as a high risk factor 
has been noted in past influ 
enza epidemics. A moderate 
Increase in mortality was
•een among influenza pati­ 
ents who were over 45 years 
of age and a marked increase 
among those over 65.

IMMIM/ATION is reconi 
mended for pregnant women 
because of a higher than ex­ 
pected mortality which occur­ 
red among expectant mothers 
during the first worldwide 
epidemic of Asian influenza 
eeveral years ago.

It is not expected that 
there will be any large scale 
outbreak of influenza in the 
United States this year. This 
fiiseas* tends to occur in two- 
to three-year cycles and out­ 
breaks of the two major
•trains of influenza have oc­ 
curred too recently for an 
epidemic to be considered 
likely this winter.

Nevertheless, anyone who 
U in a high risk category and 
who has not been vaccinated
•gainst influenza since July 
1M.1 should begin his vacci­ 
nation protection at once, 
iince two injections given two 
months apart are necessary 
for optimum protection. For 
those vaccinated since JuK 
1963, only a booster dose i-' 
necessary. • • •

PREPARATION of the vac 
fine makes use of eggs, there- 
fora the only individuals 
within these groups for whom 
Immunization against in 
fluenza is not recommended 
a TO those who are allergic to 
eggs or egg products
