Automation makes daily 
inroads into American life, 
regularly replacing men on 
jobs, providing faster and 
more efficient ways to do 
things, and, on occassion, 
simply providing something 
new.

One suggestion made in 
recent weeks, if carried out, 
promises to provide greater 
safety for school children. 

Talking traffic signals  
yes, talking traffic signals 
 may make an appearance 
in Los Angeles County be­ 
fore long if one county sup­ 
ervisor has anything to do 
with it.

Supervisor Kenneth Hahn 
has suggested that the use 
of a recording device, simi­ 
lar to those used in county 
building elevators, might 
be connected to traffic sig­ 
nals at intersections where 
there are nn crossing 
guards.

The talking signals would 
tell children to "look both 
ways and then cross the 
street" when the green sig­ 
nal apeared. The signal 
would instruct the children 
to wait when it turns red. 

Hahn said the installa­ 
tion would cost very little, 
since a power supply is 
already available at each 
signal. "Talking signals." 
Hahn said, "would be of 
great value at intersections 
where no school crossing 
guard is provided."

The idea was first sug­ 
gested to Hahn by A 1 e x 
Banuelos of Gardena. a past 
president of the County 
Highway Commission. Hahn 
has asked Maurice Ken­ 
nedy, director of communi­ 
cations for the county, and 
road commissioner Newton 
Templin to develop a pilot 
program.
