Other 
private and public programs are available where 
extensive medical costs would be a hardship.

The recent Kerr-Mills law, for example, 
enables California to provide broad benefits to 
those over 65 who might have difficulty in meet­ 
ing the expenses of prolonged illness. With its 
full application in this State, as urged by Cali­ 
fornia physicians, the Kerr-Mills law would be 
even more effective in covering physician, 
hospital, nursing home, drug and dental needs.

No better care for the elderly will be pro­ 
vided by taking an additional $300,000,000 in 
"medicare" social security taxes out of your 
pockets, when health care pjograms are pres­ 
ently available.
