Torrance voters have a real
stake in one of several bond
issue measures on Tuesday's
ballot,

The measure will be about
the last item on the long bal-
lot—listed under the Los An-
geles County Flood Control
District, The bond issue pro-
vides for $275 million to be
used for numerous county
storm drain projects,

"If the measure is adopted
by the voters, Torrance
stands to gain substantial re-
turns, Nearly $2.7 million has
been earmarked for construc-
tion of storm drains within
the City of Torrance. An addi-
tional $10.8 million now ear-
marked for regional projects

in the Southwest area will{tinue work without any inter-|ects authorized under thelof 10 cents per $100 assessed
