She said she had been to a
small dinner party the other
evening, and immediately af-
ter dinner the hostess sug-
gested quite gushingly that
all women guests help with
the dishes.

“I just hate to face dirty
dishes in the morning,” was
her excuse for an inexcus-
able breach of etiquette,

Books are written about the
subject of dishes: how to
serve, how to arrange; how
to set; how to heat and even

However, never have so

many social errors been per-
petrated around one single
item as with dishes,

“When 1 am a hostess |
prefer to do my dishes my-
self,” sald Mai Tai. “I know
where they go, and I have a

You may assume incorrect-

serve the coffee and a male
guest to serve the liquer
while you finish tidying up.

A folding screen is an ex-
cellent aid for closing off the
dining area until the guests
have departed.

What ever method you use,
remember one important
thing: As a guest you remain
a guest, as a hostess you re-
main a hostess, and neither
should interfere with the
other,
