Cincinnati, making a pow­ 
erful bid to end Boston's 
stranglehold on the NBA's 
Kastern Division champion 
ship, conies to las Angeles 
for two 'big games with the 
Ix)s Angeles Lakers tonight 
and Friday nights at the 
Sports Arena.

The Royals have basket 
ball's second best one-two 
punch in Oscar Robertson and 
Jerry Lucas, but the usual 
two-man show has been get­ 
ting excellent support this 
season from Adrian Smith 
and Harold 'Happy" Hairston 
to challenge the Boston dy­ 
nasty which has included nine 
straight Eastern Division 
titles and seven consecutive 
world championships.

But Cincy, tabbed for third 
place in the East by most ex­ 
perts, took over the lead last 
week with Robertson averag­ 
ing 31 points a game and 
Lucas just under 22. Robert- 
son had his usual league lead 
in assists, averaging 11.2 a 
game, and Lucas was third in 
the NBA in rebounding with 
21.7 a game.

The difference over past 
seasons, however, was com­ 
ing from Smith and Hairston. 
Smith, chosen most valuable 
player In the all-star game, 
was averaging 19.6 a game, 
and Hairston, playing as 
"sixth man" for the Royals,
