Dangerous Drugs Control
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A chemist from the State
Bureau of Narcotic Enforce-
ment told the committee that
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a hallucinatory drug which
has been arousing much con-
troversy in medical and lay
circles.

The marijuana resolution
before the Assembly group
was intended to put the legis-
lature on record as urging all
voters to reject a proposed
ballot proposition which
would legalize marijuana. The
proposition has been given a
ballot title by the Secretary
of State, but its promoters
have until June to secure the
necessary signatures.
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OPPONENTS of the resolu-
tion out-talked its spokesman
by arguing that the legislature
has already expressed itself
by passing the laws which
now make sale, possession, or
use of marijuana illegal. Mem-
bers of the Criminal Proce-
dure Committee refused to
approve the resolution by a
divided vote.

Though the subject has not
been put on the agenda for
the special session, the Chair-
man of the Senate Judiciary
Committee has already intro-
duced a bill which would im-
pose controls on use of LSD.
The Attorney-General sup-
ported the idea of the bill at
the hearing in a statement
saying that the drug is creat-
ing a serious problem among
young people because they
are using it “to escape from
the realities and problems of
society.”
