Ceilings 
Improved 
With Tile

Faced with the problem of 
a cracked ceiling, the owners 
of a hcme found a "bold" so­ 
lution.

They didn't want to go 
through the mess anJ delay 
of re-plastering the old cell­ 
ing. And they wanted deco­ 
rative quality in keep rig with 
the home's decor.

After looking at dozens of 
ceiling tile patterns they 
chose a noncombustltle min­ 
eral fiber tile with high 
acoustical value. They liked 
the "bold" throe dimensional 
ceiling pattern with its ap­ 
pearance of a continuous sur­ 
face. They also enjoy having 
a modern sound absorbing 
ceiling that blends with and 
enhances the character of the 
early American furnishings.

Because the old ceiling, 
though cracked, was still 
quite sound the tile was in­ 
stalled directly to the ceiling 
with adhesive. The job was 
finished in one day.

The owners are particular­ 
ly pleased that in years to 
come they may paint their 
new ceilings and not normal­ 
ly reduce the sound-absorbing 
qualities. The Celote* Corp., 
manufacturer of the tile 
selected, called "Riviera," 
recommends that a good 
grade of interior finish paint 
—applied in a thin co-it — be 
used.

If necessary, the tile may 
be periodically washed with 
a damp sponge, or cleaned 
with a chemically-treated syn­ 
thetic sB*nt-->. • ••«'••<»-

Why do women buy mir­ 
rors for their home? Though 
vanity reasons might seem 
obvious, these reasons are 
not the only ones. They buy 
tlifni to stimulate pood 
grooming habits for file whole 
family. They buy them as 
decorative accessories. But, 
even more important, the 
homemaker today uses a mir­ 
ror as an architectural device 
to build in a light, spacious 
quality in a room.

Leaders in the industry re­ 
cently conducted a survey to 
determine public preferences 
in mirrors and to fo'.ow up 
by giving the public what it 
wants. The survey produced 
valuable results because it 
was conducted among con­ 
sumers who had recently pur­ 
chased mirrors.

Taking the survey M a 
basis, this is what thj public 
wants and this is how they 
use mirrors. Of the group 
surveyed, they preferred and 
purchased three types of 
mirrors: the door mirror, the 
framed decorative mirror and 
the unlramed or Venetian 
wall mirror. The inclusion of 
the door mirror reflected the 
well-known fact thai women 
as well as men are interested 
in good grooming. Further, 
door mirrors act as incentive 
to make children neater.

These enlightening fkcts re­ 
sulted from a recent national 
survey conducted for the Na­ 
tional Association of Mirror 
Manufacturers by the Mere­ 
dith Publishing Company 
with the cooperation of Pitts­ 
burgh Plate Glass Company.

Nearly all queried on mir­ 
ror purchase indicated they 
preferred larger mirrors for 
the reasons that they make 
small rooms appear larger,

they tend to make a room 
warmer in appearance be­ 
cause of light reflecting qual­ 
ities, and they tend to bright­ 
en a room more than pic­ 
tures.

In answer to the query of 
where mirrors do their best 
work in improving the ap­ 
pearance of a room, tlie order 
of preference was first in the 
living room, then the bath­ 
room, the bedroom, the din­ 
ing room and lastly the hall 
and family room. This is evi­ 
dence that mirrors are gain­ 
ing in importance as a basic 
decorative and functional 
home accessory rather than 
just a personal beauty aid.

When framed mirrors were 
purchased, they were selected

for period styling. Price was 
an influencing factor to ap­ 
proximately half of the sur­ 
veyed group. But mirror man­ 
ufacturers are awar.^ from 
current trends that ai', mirror 
purchases expect quality mir­ 
ror glass in a broad range of 
styles for many different set­ 
tings.

From all indications the 
mirror picture will be even 
brighter for the public.
