Costs of feeding prisoners
in the Torrance City Jail may
be reduced by as much as 45
per cent following action by
the City Council last night.
Councilmen approved the
expenditure of nearly $3,000
to install a kitchen at the
city’s Police Department. The
kitchen will be used to pre-
pare frozen food — which
meets all requirements of the
state—to feed inmates.
Action on the request by
Chief of Police Waiter R.
Koennig came after some
three weeks of study by the
council.

Mayor Albert Isen opposed
the idea from the beginning,

“convinced.”
Ken Miller, chairman of
the council’s Police and. Fire
Committee, recommended ap-
proval of ‘the request, “The
facts are too obvious not to
concur,” Miller said. “There is
a reduction of 45 per cent—
this is not 10 or 20 pes cent.”
