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| Garden Checklis ;Ice Follies
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1. Lift gladiolus bulbs when the tops have
turned brown. Cut the stems about one inch above
the corms, then dust with insecticide and store in
a cool dry place until planting time

2. Potted plants require more food than those
in the ground. Figure on two feedings for every
one you'd give to the same plant growing in the
open ground.

3. Plant Sweet Peas this month if you want to

cut bouquets from them at Christmas time.

. 4. Water thoroughly this month. Dig down a
few inches after watering and make sure the soil
is wet. If not, water some more.

5. Plant winter stocks, cyclamen, cineraria,
violas and snapdragons now for winter color.
