Charges that Mayor Albert 
Isen has brought "notoriety 
and bad publicity" to the city - 
were leveled by Councilman 
David K. Lyman last night 
in an open letter urging 
voters to approve Charter 
Amendment Z on next Tues­ 
day's ballot.

The letter, handed to news­ 
men and members of the city 
council, was issued to explain 
the reasons for placing 
Amendment Z on the ballot. 
Lyman said.

Amendment Z, if approved 
would eliminate the direct 
electon of the city's mayor 
by the people and provide 
for a seven-man city council. 
Councilmen would then elect 
one of the members to serve 
is mayor to serve at the 
pleasure of the council.

The move, Lyman said, 
would make the mayor re­ 
sponsible to the city council 
"which in turn is responsible 
to the residents of Torrance." 

Proponents of the measure 
denied that Isen's personal 
conduct as mayor was an 
Issue in the campaign when

the amendment was first in­ 
troduced.

Lyman said Isen's actions 
and "his rebellious attitude" 
have brought "untold embar­ 
rassment upon the city" and 
accused him of being "abrupt 
and rude" in council meet­ 
ings.

"He permits his friends 
and proponents to speak out, 
but cuts off people who take 
opposing views," Lyman said 
"He further has attempted to 
influence commissions and 
city departments toward his 
own purposes."

Isen Immediately branded 
the charges false and accused 
Lyman of "giving the impres­ 
sion I'm running for office."

He said Lyman   author 
of the amendment   is try­ 
ing to thwart the will of a 
majority of the city's voters 
by a subterfuge.

"I don't see how any law­ 
yer can say Proposition Z can 
affect my elected term, which 
has 3V4 years to go," Isen 
said, "I will serve out my 
term."

Lyman later told the Press-

Herald Amendment Z, if ap­ 
proved by voters, would 
simply make Isen a member 
of the council. "He's not 
being removed from any­ 
thing," Lyman said.

The amendment, he said, 
would become effective upon 
ratification by the State Leg­ 
islature. At that time, Isen 
would become a councilman 
and would liave a vote in 
selecting the mayor.

Isen, however, contends he 
was elected to a special office 
and cannot be removed by 
approval of Amendment Z.

Lyman told the Press-Her­ 
ald the measure had been 
prepared by a "man with 10 
years experience in municipal 
government" and reviewed 
by the legal firm uf O'Mel- 
veny and Myers and by legal 
counsel for the County Regis­ 
trar of Vpters.

Opposition to the amend­ 
ment is being spearheaded 
by the Torrance League of 
Women Voters, whose presi­ 
dent, Mrs. William Radcliffe, 
said the measure "was con­ 
ceived in haste, at the height

/ith-of personal differences 
in the city council."

The league of Women 
Voters has been joined by the 
Torrance Chamber of Com­ 
merce and the Junior Cham­ 
ber of Commerce in opposi­ 
tion to Amendment Z

Mrs. Radcliffe said the 
league has opposed and will 
continue to oppose piecemeal 
revisions of the charter and 
has called instead for a 
thorough study of the city 
charter by a citizens commit­ 
tee.

Many of the city's leading 
industrialists, busines * m c n, 
and civic leaders have brand­ 
ed the measure a power play.

The National Municipal 
League in 1964 amended its 
model city charter to provide 
for the direct election of the 
mayor in cities where the 
council-manager form at gov­

If bonds pass, school* 
could be built as needec 
without any increase in the 
tax rate.

Enrollment in Torrance 
schools is increasing at the 
rate of 1,000 studenti a year 
In the district's 19 years o( 
existence, enrollment has ex 
panded from 3,000 tn 34,001 
students. Money for buildin;
