Dodgers Get 
Facelifting

In what probably represents the greatest turnover 
of playing personnel on a championship club in the 
history of baseball, the Dodgers today released a roster 
which showed a 32 percent turnover since the World 
Series and a 35 percent change since the Spring roster 
of 1M6.

Eight player* who were eligible for the October 
Classic against the Baltimore Orioles are no longer 
listed among active Dodgers.

Missing are Sandy Koufax, Maurv \Vilh. Jim Gil 
Ham. Nate Oliver. Dick Stuart (who will tw offered a 
contract when a spot on the roster is opened). Jim 
Barbien. Wes Covington and Tommy Dnvis.
