WHEN A pickup owner 
registers his vehice with pas­ 
senger plates, he must sign a 
statement that he will not 
haul "property." A violation 
of this results in a citation 
plus the immediate require­ 
ment to pay the full commer­ 
cial fees.

Pickups registered for pas­ 
senger use may haul suit­ 
cases, golf clubs, other per­ 
sonal sporting gear, including 
camping equipment, or gro­ 
ceries. But they may no 
carry trash, grass clippings, a 
bag of fertilizer or feed, or 
a bale of hay.

On the other hand, a per­ 
son with a station wagon may

On the other hand, as has 

teen suggested, if the differ­ 
ence were split and all pick­ 
ups paid an additional fee   
regardless of commercial or 
passenger   this would re­ 
quire about $15 per vehicle. 
For the passenger, non-com­ 
mercial user, this would be 
little better than paying com­ 
mercial fees. 

There has been little indi­ 
cation anything would be 
done about the pickup law, 
despite its confusion. The new 
attorney general's ruling no 
doubt will merely add to the 
confusion. .
