Senate Push For Press Freedom Stalls Girl Hit

SACRAMENTO — The big
push for extension of “free-
dom of information” legisla
tion at this session of the le-
gislature has been slowed to
a standstill but the principal
author still thinks there's a

chance for progress.

The senate governmental
efficiency committee, with a
busy day on such subject" °s
the Rumford Housing Act,
took no action on two wiis
by Senator Tom Carrell, D-
San Fernando, The bills
would have extended provi-
sions of the Brown Act, which
require open meetings of
local agencies, to state agen-
cies.

Another bill would have
strengthened the Brown. Act
by requiring open meetings
for subcommittees of mty
councils, boards of supervis-
ors, or other local authorities.
Present law requires the
press and public be permitted
at any subcommittee meeting

( )

in which a quorum of the
hody make up the subcommit-
lee.

The Carrel] bill would have
required open meetings for
subcommittees of two or more
members,

Following brief testimony
on the bills, supported by the
California News paper Pub-
lishers Association, no motion
was forthcoming and the bills
were held in committee, Iron-
ically, until this session of the
legislature, the chairman of
the GE committee was the
only publisher in the legisla-
ture, former Senator Luther
E. Gibson, D-Vallejo.

Richard Carpenter, general
manager of the League ol
California Cities, was in op-
position to the bills, as he has
been before. He termed them
unnecessary,

Meanwhile, in the assem-
bly, Assemblyman William T.
Bagley, R-San Rafael, has two
bills which are identical to
the Carrell bills. Both have
won the approval of the full

assembly.

The Bagley bills will be
sent to the GE committee
which dealt with the Carrell
bills. Bagley has a problem,
he admits, but he's an optim-
ist and has hopes. Bagley's
optimism has some founda-
tion as it was only a few years
ago he had an “impossible ’
bill to extend daylight saving
time a month longer in the
fall.

DST bills always had in-
voked the wrath of the senate,
silent or otherwise, but Bag-
ley managed to get the meas-
ure through the GE commit-
tee. It appeared on the ballot
and, as is well known, DST
now extends to the last Sun
day in October, rather than
September.

Bagley didn't get off Scot-
free in moving his bilis
through' the assembly. He had
to promise to consider sume
amendments when the cills
were up before the senate

There’s a problem with the
bills, other than the built-in

opposition of the League of
California Cities. One of the
bills seeks to tighten the
Brown Act and the other bill
seeks to extend the streng-
thered Act to state agencies.

At present, Bagley said,
some 300 state agencies have
some provisions requiring
their meetings to be public,
but these are scattered all
over the law. Some 60 state
agencies have no require-
ments whatsoever.

Bagley has been around the
course before and is not say-
ing right now just what con-
cessions he will make in order
to convince the GE commit-
tee it should reconsider its
earlier action. However, indi-
cations now are that the as-
semblyman might settle for a
straight bill to bring all state
agencies under the present
Brown Act

This would require open
meetings for the state groups
but would not tamper with
the present law covering open
sessions for subcommittees.
