Two weeks ago NBC inaugu­ 
rated a tor of its Burbank 
Studios in San Fernando Val­ 
ley at $1.50 but its success 
depends on the live TV activ­ 
ity on the lot which is often 
slow in the summer. Univer­ 
sal now grosses more than $1 
million a year on its public 
sightseeing which 'is more 
than some of its TV shows 
earn and prompted Bob Hope 
to predict the actors will soon 
be playing to the tour buses 
instead of the cameras.
