Ihow Chow . . . There is a 

good deal of question in the 
minds of dog authorities as 
to the origin of the Chow 
Chow. One theory is that he 
is the result of a crossing of 
the TibetalfH&tiff and the 
Samoyed. Others believe that 

i the Chow is one of the orig­ 
inal basic breeds and is the 
forebear of the Samoyed, Es­ 
kimo, Keeshond, Norwegian 
Blkhound, Pomeranian, and 
other similar type dogs.

Whatever his beginning 
,may have been, the Chow 
jChow is a very ancient breed 
and there is evidence that hf 
existed at least 2,000 yeaj£ 
ago, used at that time in his 
native land of China as a 
hunting dog.

The Cliow is one of the 
most individual of all breeds 
of dog. First, he has a phys­ 
ical feature, a blue-black 
tongue, which is unknown in 
my other breed of dog, and 
is considered so typical that 
a pink or red tongue is men- 
ioned as a disqualification in 
;he AKC standard.

SECONDLY, his tempera­ 
ment sets him apart from 
other breeds, in that he has 
a reserved dignity, a lordly 
scowl, and his disposition is 
discerning, sober, snobbish, 
and independent.
