Then, alter th* set has been 
taken to the shop and re­ 
turned, the state agent deter­ 
mines if any tubes have been 
replaced which did not need 
it. In addition, he makes cer­ 
tain the dealer complies with 
the law requiring the return 
of all replaced tubes. This ap­ 
plies to all parts replaced ex­ 
cept those under warranty 
and the picture tubes. 

In addition, the dealer must 
make a "full and fair disclo­ 
sure'1 of the work done, in­ 
cluding a written invoice with 
the address of the actual shop 
where the work was done. 

* * *
AT LEAST two sets are 

"run" through a dealer before 
any action is taken. This ac­ 
tion may be in the form of 
filing a complaint with the 
district attorney and proceed­
ing with criminal action or by 
taking administrative action
toward having the dealer's 
registration revoked or sus­ 
pended. 

In the four years of opera­ 
tion by the bureau, it never 
lias lost a criminal case it ini­ 
tiated and has lost only one 
disciplinary case. There have 
been 21 revocations of regis­ 
tration and 13 criminal prose­ 
cutions, with a number more 
still pending. 

The bureau also is empow­ 
ered to enter cases and make 
an "informal adjustment." 
This is when the dealer is 
asked to make good on the re­ 
pair job by fixing the set 
without extra cost or return- 
ng the money. Hansen and 
Hayes said there have been 
lundreds of such cases where 
they have been settled with­ 
out court or administrative 
action.

AS MIGHT be expected, the 
bureau has had some diffi­ 
culty in finding the right type 
Df housewife to go through

o be ready and able to testify 
at a trial or hearing. As a re­ 
sult, they have leaned some­ 
what to using the households 
of law enforcement people, 
where the wives are more fa­ 
miliar with procedures.
