WITH THE County's popula­ 
tion well past the seven mil- 
ion mark and climbing daily, 

roads will be the vital lifeline 
}f progress in all of the Coun­ 
ty's 76 cities.

It is the policy of the Su­ 
pervisors not only to provide 
for major and minor roads 
Jirough unincorporated areas 

to but to povide for key road* in 
cities at the request of the 
city, of course.

On many projects within 
the County turns Over 

its funds to the city, which 
will supervise the project. 
This practice assures local 

of such projects.
To my knowledge, Los An- 

the geles County is one of the few 
in the state which shares its 
gas tax revenues with cities. 
This not only gives the cities 
added means to keep their 
roads upgraded, it assures the 
County of an efficient, inte­ 
grated road system.

RATHER THAN pinpoint 
some of the major projects. 
I'd like to call a few figures 
to your attention which give 
an indication of the intensity 
of the County Road Program 
in 1967:

  Installation of 2,200 tele­ 
phones at ¥4-mile intervals 
along 280 miles of freeway 
for emergency use. The sys­ 
tem will be completed in 1970 
on all freeways.

  County equipment swept 
approximately 104,000 curb 
miles in a never-ending battle 
to keep our streets clean.
  Maintenance forces paint­ 

ed 2,175 miles of traffic strip­ 
ping, 14,000 pavement mark­ 
ings, and 8,700 curb mark­ 
ings.

  Road crews installed or 
repaired 19,700 traffic signs 
and maintained 415 traffic 
signals.
  Approximately 53,220 

street lights were maintained 
throughout the County, and 
24,951 lights were modernized 
with the mercury vapor light­ 
ing. A total of 7,562 light* 
were installed.
