World renowned Spanish 
guitarist Andres Segovia will 
appear in concert at the 
new El Camino College audi­ 
torium Saturday at 8:30 p.m.

Largely self-taught, Segovia 
plays nearly 100 concerts a 
year in Europe, South 
America, and the United 
States.

Through Segovia's influ­ 
ence, thousands of young peo­ 
ple are seriously studying the 
guitar and several major Eu­ 
ropean conservatories have 
added the instrument to their 
curricula.
