plays that they are meant pri­ 
marily to be experienced, 
eten if they are not under­ 
stood. "Tiny Alice," presented 
by the Theater-Now-Troupe, 
certainly conveys to the view­ 
er this sense of having seen 
something important happen, 
although just what that some­ 
thing it is more different to 
determine. 

The play, termed by the 
author "a straight - forward 
meta-physical mystery play," 
concerns the bartering of a 
man's soul for a grant to the 
church. This man's agony at 
the chasm between his con­ 
ception of God and "the use 
to which men put God" and 
his indecision in differentiat- 
ttyg the real from the illusory, 
the concrete from the ab­ 
stract,, is the basis for the 
mystical nature of the play.

:OF PRIMARY importance 
& the question that arises 
again and again throughout 
the play: What is actual and 
what is imaginary? 

We ask ourselves over and 
over if the abstract is really 
the only truth, if remember- 
irig having done something is 
tie same as having done it, if 
Truth is only a vast nothing­ 
ness, as the play seems to 
suggest.
