Anderson, now engaged in 
the home construction busi­ 
ness, was elected mayor of 
Hawthorne in his first suc­ 
cessful political campaign 
Elected to that office at the 
age of 27, Anderson was then

Me resigned as mayor of 
Hawthorne after being elect 
ed to the Assembly in the 
46th Assembly District 
1942. He was re-elected 
1944, 1946, and 1948.
