Supported in Poll

In a gun legislation poll
conducted tkis month among
members o the Torrance
Area Chamter of Commerce,
54 per cen! of those reply-
ing reconmended the
strengthenhg of both fed-
eral and stte gun laws, and
46 per cert answered in the
negative, t was announced
by Donal{ E. Martin, vice
president for governmental
affairs.

Fifty per cent of the mem.
bers votdd in favor of fed-
eral guncontrols rather than
state alministered laws.
Forty-sk per cent preferred
state cmtrol, Martin said.

In tle poll members were
asked o reply to three ques-
tions:

e Dc you feel gun laws
shoull be state or federal?
e To you feel that the
State of California should
stresgthen its laws with re-
spedt t¢ gun control?

eDo you feel the Federal
Governnent should streng
Government should strength-
en its laws with respect to
gun costrol?

A NUMBER of members
expressed alternative action.
A small percentage who said
there should be neither state
nor federal gun laws. An-
other small group stated
that there should be both
state and federal controls on
an equal basis,

Still another minor group
recommended that all gun
control laws should be fed-
erally administered and that
existing national laws be
strengthened,

A few members believe
that gun laws should be lo-
cal only, or that existing
state and federal laws be
enforced, or that both state
and federal laws be elimina-
ted,

IN ADDITION to voting

Typical was the comment
that registration would be
constly and that excessive
fees would work a hardship
on a great number of law-
abiding citizens.

Several stated that crimi-
nals will always manage to
get guns despite the amount
of legislation enacted. And
another commented that he
would register his guns, but
would be a criminal — and
what good would it do to
catalog the law abiding?
