Crimes against property
comprise almost 84 per cent

For nearly a decade, the

great debate between broad-
casters and politicians has
centered on two little words
equal time.

Many people were under
the impression that the
Presidential election of 1960
was between the Democrats
and the Republicans but
there were 17 other parties
with candidates — including
the Greenback Party’'s Whit-
ney Harp Slocomb and the
American Vegetarian Party's
Symon Gould

THE NETWORKS say the
equal-time rule should apply
to major parties only. Had it
not been for a special
amendment to the rule,
the Nixon-Kennedy debates
of 1960 would have been im.
possible and the networks
would have limited the Pres-
idential broadcasts to paid
political programs to avoid
harassment by the 17 other
parties

There are those who dis-
agree because they believe
the need to listen to all ar-
guments is a vital part of
the process of self-govern
ment, Many educational sta-
tions have effectively oper-
ated on this principal for
many years — even when
faced by dozens of candi-
dates for local office. But
educational channels aren't
involved in the intricacies
that face the major commer
cial networks

In 1961, CBS's Frank Stan.
ton expressed the network
view: “It is not a question
of what is in the interest of
a particular candidate. It is
not a question of what is in
the interest of broadcasters
The one, the only, valid
standard is whether the pub.
lic was served.”

It won't be easy for the
networks this fall, whether
the equal-time ruling is sus-
pended or not, but their
past record in the area of
politica] information has
been a good one. The exec-
utives who guide their poli-
cies are far more careful
when it comes to news than
they are when deciding
what kind of entertainment
to put on the air

It is generally agreed that
any suspension of the equal-
time rules lies in the hands
of Lyndon Johnson and the
Democratic Congress —
neither one of whom have
been enthusiastic abou!
