Few people in the crowd of 62,979 recognized Gary

Sunny Jurgensen was doing the quarterbacking on
the field ior the Redsking, but Beban was “playing” the
whole game on the sidelines, If vou didn't know it was
him, he was hard to spot. He was hatless, he wore a
blue tie, white shirt and grey trousers plus a erimson
and yellow Washington windbreaker. Beban stood most
of the time. He rarely sat down

“The bench is an ugly place,” he said rather wist-
fully after the game. “Once you get to playing regularly
you just never feel right sitting on the bench.”

The 22.yvear-old All-American from UCLA, who
came tn the Redskins in a deal after the Los Angeles
Rams made him their second-round draft choice, isn't
eligible to come off the inactive list until Washington
plays its next game. He has no assurance he'll come
off then, either

“I really don't know what'll happen,” he said. “It's
up to Otto (Graham). I'm not the coach.”

The coach says he does not know either

“I haven't given it any thought yet,” explained

Graham.

Beban was caught in the switches when he came
to the Redskins in exchange for a future first-round
draft choice,
