Regpgnizing this. Los An-
geles County Supervisors
have taken strong stands on|
some propositions in an ef
fort to offer the public some
clear guidelines

Supervisors are nn record
in favor of Proposition 1A,
the property tax reilef pro-|
gram placed on the hallot by
the State Legislature. This
measure would provide in-
stant tax relief as early as
the second half of the fiscal
year.

THIS MEANS immediate
aid to the overburdened
property taxpayer. Home
owners would be allowed a
$£750 exemption on the as
sessed value of owner-occu
pied homes beginning the
next tax year

They also would he al
lowed to receive a flat re
bate—about $70 — on the
property tax bills for this
year, 1963.69

Basically, the measure
specifies that the state shall
reimburse all local govern.
ments for the property tax
losses resulting from the
homeowners' exemtion. This
means orderly tax relisf, not
chaos

AND IT IS the Board of
Supervisors’ position that
Proposition 9 would result
in such chaos if it is approv-
ed by voters. It would not
provide the immediate re-
lief that Proposition 1A
would

Supervisors vigorously op-
pose Proposition 9, fearing
that its passage could jeo-
pardize the vary existence of
local government. In addi-
tion, it would take five years
to realize the full benefits
of Proposition 9, while 1A
allows fast, orderly relief.
