‘This infection
of our children is intolerable
and it must be stoppued,*
he said,

the teenager before trouble
develops.

Known among prosecutors,
defense lawyers and the po-
lice as a firm, no-nonsense
judge, Judge Ackerman
maintains “respect for the
law is our first priority.”
Judge Ackerman recently
declared at the citywide
meeting of the League of
Women Voters “I disclaim
the right of anyone to choose
which law he will obey and
which law he will ignore.”
