Nixon and Cranston 
Win Mock Election

As the 18-year-old goes, 
so goes the nation.

Or so it would seem from 
results of a venture to the 
polls by senior government 
students at Torrance High 
School on election day.

Students elected Richard 
Nixon and Alan Cranston 
and defeated rapid transit 
and Proposition 9 as they 
climaxed a six-week study 
of candidates snd Issues in 
a pilot program, "Rehears­ 
al for Democracy." conduct­ 
ed tn conjunction with the 
Torrance League of Women 
Voters.

Nixon racked up 205 
votes compared to Hubert 
H. Humphrey's 153 and 
George C. Wallace's 33 
among the students. Write- 
in votes went «J Eugene Mc­ 
Carthy. P»t Paulkon. and 
principal Dr. Carl Ahee.      

CRANSTON beat Dr. Max 
Rafferty In a 229 to 152 
vote contest. Only write-in 
for the senatorial spot wa« 
the name of government 
teacher Mrs Pat Wright.

In other voting. Joe

Blatchford defeated Glenn 
Anderson for the 17th Con­ 
gressional District in the 
high school balloting. State 
Senator Robert S. Stevens 
defeated Joe Relchmann for 
the 25th state senatorial 
seat. Robert G. Beverly was 
named 46th assemblyman 
over James Roberts, and L. 
E. (Larry) Townsend was re­ 
turned as 67th assemblyman 
as he scored against Fred 
Fredericks.

Ballot measures which 
received student endorse­ 
ment included: Proposition 
1. Constitutional revision: 
Proposition 3, bonds for col­ 
lege facilities: Proposition 5. 
hospital loans: Proposition 
7, use of state funds for lo­ 
cal purposes; Proposition 
1A, home/owners property 
tax exemption: Proposition 
B, bonds for juvenile deten­ 
tion facilities; and Proposi­ 
tion T, continuation of the 
maximum rate for the Tor­ 
rance Unified School Dis­ 
trict.

DEFEATED by the stu- 
dents were: Proposition 2

taxation of publicly owned 
property; Proposition 4. in­ 
come tax reporting; Propo­ 
sition 6, insurance gross pre­ 
mium tax; Proposition 8. ap­ 
portionment of sales and 
use tax; Proposition 9, the 
Watson initiative: and Prop­ 
osition A. rapid transit.

As for whether or not 
they think 18-year-olds 
should be legally permitted 
to vote, the senior govern­ 
ment students agreed over­ 
whelmingly, racking up 275 
yes votes as opposed to 114 
no votes on the special bal­ 
lot measure.

Manning the voting booths 
for the mock election were 
members of the Torrance 
League of Women Voters 
and the Torrance Woman's 
Club.

"The election is especial­ 
ly important," stated Mrs. 
William Birdsall. voters ser­ 
vice chairman for the 
league, "because it was a 
trial run. These students 
are the people who will be 
voting in the next presiden­ 
tial election."

A total of 53.019 ballots 
were cast In Presidential 
voting in Torrance. Nixon- 
Asnew polled 30.306 to 18.- 
003 for Vice President Hu­ 
bert H Humphrey and Sen­ 
ator Kdmund S. Muskie. 
George Wallace received 4.- 
006 votes. There were 97 
votes for the Peace and 
Freedom Party.

Board members also point­ 
ed out that school board 
candidates now spend much 
less on their campaigns than 
council candidates do. A 
combination of the elections 
might tend to force board 
candidates to shell out more 
money, they claimed.
