Skip Van Leeuwen of Holly­ 
wood will attempt to become the 
first four-time winner of J. C. 
Agajanian's annual 100-lap Mo­ 
torcycle T T. Grand Pnx race at 
Ascot Park. He faces a 100-rider 
field in the ninth running of the 
spring classic next Sunday after­ 
noon

Fresh from winning the 20-lap 
National T T. racing champion­ 
ship at the world-famous Astro­ 
dome in Houston two weeks ago. 
Van Leeuwen is currently lead­ 
ing the national AM A point race. 

Ony four riders have won the 
100 lap T.T. at the Ascot race 
way tn the eight previous races. 
Van Leeuwen and Dick Dorres- 
teyn of San Pablo have each 
taken the sweepstakes three 
times. Kddle Mulder of Burbank 
and retired Clark White of Bak- 
ersfield have single Triumphs in 
the longest motorcycle dirt track 
T.T. race in the nation.

The fastest 33 qualifiers of the 
day will start the 100-lap feature 
for expert and amateur class 
riders.

Van Leeuwen will face his 
toughest competition from Dusty 
Coppage of Burbank, the only 
nder to beat him at Ascot in the 
last year and a half. Coppage 
won the season opener in Janu­ 
ary', 'hen finished second to "The 
Flying Dutchman" in the Febru­ 
ary race.

Other top rated nders expect­ 
ed to compete are Mert I-awwill 
of San Francisco, winner of last 
fall's eight-mile National at As­ 
cot: Dan Haaby of Sacramento, 
the 1987 eight-mile champion at 
Ascot. Mark Brelsfnrd of San 
Bruno. currently the hottest first 
year expert rider tn the nation: 
Gene Rornero of San Luis Obis- 
po; Jack Simmons of Lakewood: 
Cal Rayborn of San Diego: Bob 
Bailey of Carson: Kddle Wlrth 
of Manhattan Beach; Butch 
Landguth nf San Bemardmo: 
Pallas Baker of Orange, and 
Jim Berry of Costa Mesa.

"I'D need s little rest." com­ 
mented the new king Wednesday 
In something of an under­ 
statement "Cruz didn't hurt 
me, mind you. but ho did give 
me a good workout. If he just 
could punch real hard, he might 
have been the champ a long 
lime. He certainly throws a lot 
of punches, but they're not the 
kind that really hurt

"Jackie McCoy and Lee Prlia 
(Mandn's co-managers) think It 
might be good for me to stay in 
shape."

Dick Young, a capable veter­ 
an ring official, slightly miffed 
at the pro-Ramos' audience re­ 
action when his verdict was an­ 
nounced, had this terse ex­ 
planation for his scoring: "Cruz' 
heavy shots were landing and 
Ramos was doing nothing to 
avoid them as far as 1 was con­ 
cerned. Ramos didn't seem to 
have learned anything from 
their first fight " He scored the 
fight 5-3 for Crux

CLIMBS IN 

PREP PLAY
Following the trend s*l In 

past years, attendance at high 
school football games through­ 
out Southern California soared 
during the 1968 season, ac­ 
cording to figures released 
from the CIF office.

The survey, conducted by 
Commissioner of Athletics 
Ken Fagans. showed an In­ 
crease of more than 100.000 
fans ovci the 19(7 figure, des­ 
pite competition from two ma­ 
jor universities and one pro­ 
fessional football team.

"The 1968 attendance survey 
did not reflect as great an in­ 
crease In spectator attendance 
as did the 1967 survey," Fa­ 
gans noted, "but this could be 
attributed to several factors.

"We had much more in­ 
clement weather In 1168, and 
our play-offs did not draw as 
well as the 19(7 games did," 
Fagans continued. "In view of 
all factors, we were quite 
pleased to show an increase of 
more than 100,000 over the 
1967 figure."

According to the annual sur­ 
vey. 3,637,485 fans saw football 
games played by CIF, south­ 
ern Section member schi<oU 
during the 1968 grid cam 
paign Of this figure, 273,19 
were play-off game specta­ 
tors, and 3,362,296 were in at­ 
tendance at regular-season 
contests.
