Public Hearing Set on 
Century Freeway Design

A public hearing to discuss 
design proposals for the Inter­ 
state 105 (Century) Freeway 
and the Interstate 405 (San 
Diego) Freeway through El Se- 
gundo, Ix>s Angeles, Redondo 
Beach. Lawndale, Hawthorne. 
Inglewood, and the County of 
LOB Angeles will be held Tues­ 
day, July 8, by the California 
Division of Highways.

The hearing, set for 7 p.m., 
will be held in the Hawthorne 
Memorial Center, 3901 W. El 
Segundo Blvd., Hawthorne.

The Division of Highways is 
holding the hearing to acquaint 
everyone concerned with the 
design proposal of a portion of 
this freeway between Sepul- 
vcda Boulevard and Route 405 
and its effect upon the San 
Diego Freeway. It will provide 
Interested persons with the op­ 
portunity to present their 
views as well.

• • •
GENERALLY, the portion of 

the Century Freeway from S«- 
pulveda Boulevard to Judah 
Avenue will be on a viaduct 
over Imperial Highway. It then 
tuns southerly to cross the 
San Diego Freeway at 119th 
Street.

Connections to the city 
streets will be provided at Im- 
p e r i a 1 Highway. Sepulveda 
Boulevard, and La Onega

Boulevard. In addition, Impe­ 
rial Highway will be widened 
to eight lanes under the via­ 
duct and Sepulveda Boulevard 
between El Segundo Boulevard 
and the Airport Tunnel will be 
widened to provide additional 
capacity.

The connections between the 
Century Freeway and the San 
Diego Freeway will require ex­ 
tensive modification of the San 
Diego Freeway. The Haw­ 
thorne Boulevard. Inglewood 
Avenue, Rosecrans Avenue, Kl 
Segundo Boulevard, Imperial 
Highway and Century Boule­ 
vard interchanges will be re­ 
constructed. Between Redondo 
Beach Boulevard and Rose­ 
crans Avenue, one lane will be 
added in each direction.

FROM ROSECRANS Avenue 

to El Segundo Boulevard, three 
lanes will be added in each di­ 
rection for the south ap­ 
proaches to the Century Fret 
way. Between Imperial High­ 
way and Century Boulevard, 
two lanes will be added for the 
north approaches and the cal- 
lector-distributor .system will 
be rebuilt.

The Division of Highways 
will present the results of de­ 
sign studies and call upon ROV- 
ernment agencies, civic orga­ 
nizations and ail interested in­

dividuals to express their 
views. Hearing records will re­ 
main open for 10 days during 
which the public may submit 
statements to the Division.

Maps showing the designs
