Changes

Explained

“SSAN" is the way the new
rubber stamp reads when it
goes down on a Red Cross
form.

It stands for “‘Soclal Security
Account Number" and it
means the men and women in
the Army and Air Force are
getting a different kind of iden-
tification, Army and Air Force
serial numbers used for indi-
vidual identification will be
abolished as of July 1. The
Navy will continue to use ser-
vice numbers until Dec, 31,
and the Marines will not
change until 1971,

The change from service se-
rial numbers to social security
numbers is important to Red
Cross because service to mem-
bers of the armed forces and
their families is the most far
reaching activity of the volun-
tary organization.

Families seeking assistance
from Red Cross will now need
to know the social security ac-
count number of their Army or
Air Force member for all
emergency  communications,
records and requests, accord-
ing to Walter Gagola, director
of Service to Military Families
for Los Angeles Chapter,

“To make sure no commu-
nications go astray, Red Cross
will use both numbers for
Army and Air Force personnel
until Dec, 31, Gagola said.
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
