And hopeful­ 
ly, Sierra l^one will be a 
springboard for jaunt* to Nai­ 
robi. Cairo, and the veld.

The realization of Lynne's 
dream began last December 
when her dad. Oreste G 
Alessio, arrived home and 
asked, "How would you like to 
go to Africa?"

l.ynne couldn't believe her 
ears Eager for the deatils, she 
learned that her father's com­ 
pany. Pittsburgh Plate Glass, 
had offered him a job manag 
ing the company's plant in Mo 
bimbi, a hamlet 150 miles frnm 
the capital city of Freetown 
Since Lynne knew »he would 
be graduating In June from 
South High, she decided it 
would be her chance of a life­ 
time to visit the Africa of her 
dreams.

Life in Mobimbi should be a 
complete switch from the hec­ 
tic pace of California living, 
Lynne muses. "Peace and qui­ 
et!" she says. "No stoplights, 
no noise!"

Mobimbi isn't exactly a 
hardship post, but Lynne is go 
ing to come prepared with a 
caseload of candles   her dad 
writes that they ve had two 
major power failures stir* he 
arrived last February!

En­ 
dowed with a natural ear for 
music, l.ynne has taught her- 
self to play many popular 
tones on the piano. She Is 
also accomplished nn the gui­ 
tar and accordion

In short, Lynne says, shell 
have time to work on all the 
projects she hasn't gotten 
around to during the school 
year at home! Best of all. 
Lynne will be able to read 
without deadlines and book re­ 
ports hanging over her head!

But in xplte of all the ex­ 
citement and new expenneces, 
12 months on the dart conti­ 
nent will probably be enough. 
"After a year, I'm sure I'll be 
ready to come back!" l.ynnt

Arriving home in June, IfW, 
Lynne hopes to continue her 
education at re 1 Irvine or pos­ 
sibly Northwestern University.

Lynne didn't neglect her aca­ 
demic life, either I'pon gradu­ 
ation, she was awarded a Cali­ 
fornia State scholar-trap.
