Torrance

The population of Torrance 
reached 135,991 last April I, ac­ 
cording to an estimate just re­ 
leased by the Los Angeles 
County Regional Planning | 
Commission. 

The city, long ranked as the 
fourth largest in the county, 
continues to hold that place, al­ 
though it recorded a substan­ 
tial gain over third-ranked 
Glendalc 

Population in Torrance has 
been Increasing at a rate that 
Is more than twice the rate for 
Glcndale since the 1980 federal 
census, the commission noted 
in its tabulation. 

     
THE COMMISSION esti 

mated the population of the 
northern section of the city 
(north of 190th Street) at M,- 
377. while reporting a net popu­ 
lation of 101 .654 for the remain­ 
der of the city. 

Total population of the coun­ 
ty was estimated at 7.168.100 - 
a net gain of 1.125.500 in the 
nine years since the 1980 cen­ 
sus. 

The city of Los Angeles 
reached a total of 2,862.381 last 
April I and Long Beach, rank­ 
ed as the second largest city, 
hit 384,549. 

Torrance has recorded a 
gain of slightly less than 600 
new residents between Jan. 1 
and April 1, the commission re­ 
ported.
