Roll Call
"You can't tell the players without a 

program" is a familiar cliche at Dodger 
Stadium. The turnover in playing- person­ 
nel has reached flapjack proportions.

When Walter Alston made his first 
roll call at Vero Beach, Fla., Feb. 23, he 
heard 15 voices unfamiliar only a year 
ago.

Going back only only two seasons, to 
the National League champions of 1966, 
the turnover in the 40-man spring roster 
is 75 (KM- cent. Of the last Dodger World 
Series eligibles (vs. Baltimore) there are 
but 10 returnees.

Of the 33 players who saw action for 
the Dodgers' 1965 world champions, 70 
per cent have swapped uniforms or have 
retired. The 10 returning 1965 World Se­ 
ries eligibles are pitchers Don Drysdale, 
Claude Osteen, Jim Brewer and John Pur- 
din; catcher Jeff Torborg; infielders Wes 
Parker and Jim Lefebvre; and outfielders 
Willie Davis, Ron Fairly and Willie Craw- 
ford.

Drysdale, Fairly and Davis are the 
only veterans of all the 1960s, and Joe 
Moeller is the only other incumbent from 
the first season at Dodger Stadium in 
1962.

Drysdale, approaching his 14th major 
league season, is the only bridge between 
Los Angeles and Brooklyn among active 
players. Two other Ebbets Field holdovers 
are manager Alston and coach Jim Gilliam.
