Property owners should also
check to see whether it is the
property owner or the lending
agency which is supposed to pay
the taxes. Check with your
mortgage company if in doubt.

The county assessor is now
processing applications for the
tax relief measure. The tax col-|
lector requests that homeowners
not deduct the $70 from their
next property tax payment, as
check will be mailed by the
state controller.
