The 100 minion Eastern 
Orthodox throughout the world 
will celebrate Easter this Sun­ 
day, while the rest of Christen­ 
dom celebrated Christ's Resur­ 
rection on April 8.

The Eastern Orthodox 
Church conforms to a decision 
of the Council of Nicaea in 325 
A.D. in determining the date 
of Easter. The council decreed 
that three requirements must 
be fulfilled: Resurrection 
day. Easter, should be cele­ 
brated on <U the Sunday im­ 
mediately following (2) the 
first full'moon occurring after 
tte vernal equinox. I.e.. the 
first day of spring, but always 
after (3) the Hebrew Pass-
