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I've heard that hospital
and medical insurance pre-
miums get special tax treat-
ment. What is it?

Half of the premiums you
paid for hospital and medical
insurance up to a maximum of
$150 can be taken as an item-
ized deduction without regard
to the 3 per cent limitation that
applies to medical expenses.
All other medical expenses, in-
cluding the balance of any me-
dical insurance premiums,
have to be reduced by 3 per
cent of the taxpayer's total in-
come before they can be de-
ducted. Look on page 7 of the
1040 instructions for further de-
tails

Do you have to be married
to file as a head of house-
hold?

No, you must be unmarried

(or legally separated) at the
end of your tax year. A single
person can qualify as head of
household if he or she fur
nishes over half the cost of
maintaining a home as the
principal household for a de-
pendent relative or an unmar-
ried child, grandchild, or step-
child, even though the child is
not a dependent. However, a
dependent parent need not live
in the same home

emption for age on my 1968
tax return?

No, your age for tax pur-
poses is what it was on the last
day of your tax year

Can 1 add the sales tax |
paid on my car to the
amount listed in the state
sales tax tables?

Yes

What do you mean when
you say all W-2's must be at-
tached to tax forms? Do you
need all the copies my com-
pany gave me?

Only one copy of the W-2
should be attached for each
job reported on your tax re
turn for 1965. One copy of the
form should be kept for your
records and the other may be
required for your state return
