Legislation Will Abate 
Jet Aircraft Pollution

The assembly has approved 
legislation by Assemblyman 
Itobert G. Bcverly (It-Manhat­ 
tan Beach) placing strict con­ 
trols over air pollution from 
aircraft.

The measure. Assembly Bill 
988, was recommended by Ihe 
Los Angeles County Air Pollu­ 
tion Control District following 
requests from residents of the 
area surrounding Los Angeles 
International Airport.

Beverly said his proposals re­ 
sulted from studies made by 
the district on pollution and 
fallout from Increased jet air­ 
craft operations in Los Angeles 
ami other major airports in 
California.

••The bill will establish a lim­ 
itation on emissions from jets 
beginning January I, 1971, 
similar to restrictions on ve- 
hules and industrial and resi­ 
dential sources," the lawmak­ 
er said.

THK MEASURE, which was 
sent io the Senate for approavl, 
would revise the existing law 
whicr permits heas y emissions 
from aircraft up to three min­ 
utes each hour.

Beverly's proposal would re­ 
duce the time period to 10 sec­ 
onds since "Ihe speed of mod­ 
ern aircraft makes the three- 
immite measurement imprac­ 
tical.'

• Alter three minutes from 
the beginning of the aircraft's

takeoff," Beverly said, "the 
plan has either passed beyond 
the county's boundaries or is at 
such a distance from ground 
observers as to make It Impos­ 
sible to judge the density of
the smoke."
