“Obey all traffic laws and
use your seat belts over the|

He
stated, also, that the majority
of the fatal holiday accidents|
happened in daylight, and that
less than a quarter of these
daylight accidents involved a
drinking driver.

“YOU DON'T have to be
drunk, on unfamiliar roads,
overtired or driving after dark
to get involved in a serious ac-
cident, although these things
do contribute to many
crashes,” the commissioner
said.

*‘Most fatal accidents on long
holiday weekends involve some|
soclal or recreational jaunt
close to home. And, sig
nificantly, in most such fatal
accidents in 1968, a seat belt
was not in use.

“Perhaps people on a short
trip, close to home, feel safe
without a seat belt. Tragic ex-
perience shows they are
wrong,” he said.

“I urge all drivers and pas-
sengers to fasten seat belts be-
fore going anywhere this holi-|
day weekend. Honor the dead
on Memorial Day by being
careful with your own life and
the lives of loved ones." |
