“Under our present system
most young people are given
academic educations, as
though all of them were to be-
come college graduates. As a|
result, millions of the young-|
sters who dislike academic
subjects, or are unfitted for,
this type of education, become | ,
dropouts. Many of them pos-
sess a strong instinct to work

with their hands but are given ® [

little or no opportunity to culti- |
vate their natural traits.” |
