The coming year will be.one of fev-
erish activity with the transcontinen-
tal railroads centering 'in Los An-
geles and San Francisco. The Balt
Lake Read is planning construction
work that will cost $200,000 for a
tap line at Delta. The Southern Pa.
cific has just placed an order of $1,-
000,000 for new rails, callings for
28,000 fons. This line will also put
in forty-seven miles of additional
track under the block signal system.
Another project of the Salt Lake line
is a spur from Pomona to Chino.
