Under “Security Sales Financing” |
the report shows that $14,372,900 |
worth of stock was sold to the gen-|
eral public. During the year the
number of stockholders has increased |
from 7,197 on December 31, 1920, to
25,647 on December 31, 1921. At the
and of 1920, 1,618 employes were
stockholders and at the end of 1921,
4,156 were stockholders, this number
being ninety-eight per cent of the
permanent force.

The company brought in to service
during the year 94,500 horsepower.
This included the Kern River Number
Three plant with 42,900 horsepower,
and additional unit in Big Creek
Number Two power house of 21,400
horsepower, and a new development
¥nown as Big Créek Number Eight of
30,200 horsepower. This latter plant
was placed in operatien three months
after the first concrete had been
poured.

In order to keep pace with the
growing demands for power ,the re-
port states, a new power house is be-
ing started, known as Big Creek
Number Three. The ultimate capacity
of this plant will be 200,000 horse-
power, consisting of six units of 33,-
300 horsepower each. The first unit
will be put in operation in May, 1923,
the second unit in July, and a third|
unit in February, 1924. The other
units will be added as the demands
for power require. These units will
be the largest of their kind on the
Edison system, resulting in greater
economy of operation. A

To transmit this power to the mar-
kets of Southern California and Cen-
tral California, the voltage on the
Big Creek transmission line will be
nereased from 160,000 volts to 220,000
volts, doubling the capacity of the
line. The raising of the voltage in
using the present lines in preference
to dupleating them and retaining the
present voltage, was decided upon be-
cause it will effect a saving of at
least five million dollars in construc-
tion cost. This line is two hundred
and forty-one miles in length, 1t will
be necessary to construct a new re-
ceiving station for this power near
Los Angeles of about the same
capacity as the Eagle Rock substa-
tion. This new station will operate at
220,000 volts, and .will be the first
substation constructed primarily for

Thus a
continuous intercharge of acid to
plates and back to the solution is
kept up, says Mr. Harvel Guttenfeld-
er, local Willard Battery dealer.

“To begin with, the battery is fully
charged,” says Mr. Gettenfelder “and

has a solution which contains the
proper amount of acid. Because the
plates absorb this acid as it dis-

charges, some sleight-of-hand
artists have been making a nice liv-
ing by pouring more aicd into it. Of
course the addtional acid makes the
battgry eperative but when it is
charged on the car through normal
driving, the acid in the plates comes
out and then there’s the dickens to
pny.” .

It seems that there is where the
“palmistry” comes in. According to
the- Williard Storage Battery Com-
pany, of Cleveland, Ohio, the battery
solution becomes too strong in such
cases and some of it has to be taken
out and replaced with distilled water.
The innocent autoist has palmed the
doper for acid he didn’t really want,
certainly didn’t need and finally had
to throw away. There's ng secret
about the dopes at all, but it is best
to let only an authorized battery serv-
ice station take care of storage bat-
teries. N
