The opportunity to join one of 
the Federal Mitlitary Training 
Camps, at which 30,000 young men 
will study military science this sum­ 
mer, should be regarded as a pri­ 
vilege.

Every young man of spirit ought 
to consider fitting himself to serve 
his country. This is one of the es­ 
sentials of manliness. The youth 
of the land are coming to the front, 
and they are taking up the burdens 
of the community, and gaining the 
benefits of the efforts made by pre­ 
vious generations.

The young man who is proud and 
pleased to assume these new respon­ 
sibilities, and do his share to carry 
them along, should feel that na­ 
tional defense is one of the ele­ 
ments of his function as a citizen. 
Life will never be satisfactory in a 
country where the young men re­ 
fuse to protect it, and will not 
prepare themselves to take care of 
it in all emergencies. 4 

Young men who attend these 
camps will feel all their lives that 
they have had a valuable experi­ 
ence. They will be proud to think 
that they have fitted themselves to 
do their share in the defense of the 
land if it should ever be attacked, 
The chances of further wars in 
their time are not great, but even 
if there were serious danger of 
trouble, they should be all the more 
ready to come to their country's 
assistance.

The training to be offered will 
a&o be a help to young men in 
whatever career they enter. It will 
benefit their health, give them a 
fine military appearance, train their 
mental facilities, fit them for lead­ 
ership in whatever circumstances 
they may confront. The govern­ 
ment generally pays all expenses, 
so that these fellows get free vaca­ 
tions, valuable educations, and a 
lot of fun and experience for noth­ 
ing. It's a great chance.

COLLEGE ATHLETIC REFORM

An athletic coach once tried to 
have certain events removed from 
the schedule of a track meet, be­ 
cause his college team had no 
chance of winning those events. In 
commenting on his action, he said: 
"Don't let anyone fill you up with 
any of this sport for sport's sake 
stuff. You go into sport to win."

That is the attitude that most 
college authorities are trying to 
combat. College sport must not be­ 
come, like horse racing, a duel, be­ 
tween paid experts, experts some 
of whom are willing to resort to 
fair or foul means to win. Of 
course there should be no sport 
without the desire to win, but a 
spirit of broad-minded sportsman­ 
ship instead of narrow professional­ 
ism should prevade athletics.

Still the reformer must remem­ 
ber that Jack's brain will be steep. 
ed in dullness if he has no play, 
and that the best argument in fa­ 
vor of athletics is the condition and 
character of the boy who takes no 
part in them. The bored and bil­ 
lions soda sucker, the armchair ath­ 
letic, who spends his recreation 
hours discussing the relative abili­ 
ties of strong men, whom he does 
not dare to emulate; the social 
"snake" who copies the weaker 
members of the fair sex in softness 
of living, all these are felolws who 
have never known the thriH of 
fighting athletically for their col­ 
lege. Professional coaching or not, 
athletics are really serving a good 
purpose if they succeed in partly 

-doing away with these types.
Biologist believe that the human 

. race may bring about its own down­ 
fall eventually, if people refuse to 
take vigorous exercise. Rome and 
Greece ceased to flourish when their 
young men no longer had to keep 
in physical training to fight the 
neighboring peoples. In our days, 
when a keen brain, an automobile, 
and a tailor made suit of clothes 
win more gold than physical 
strength, it may be that we are 
approaching the same decadence, 
One should therefore frown on any 
attempt to curb athletics or in­ 
terest in them, althoaga favoring 
a better spirit of sportsmanship.

THE SHINY AUTOMOBILE

Millions of people of limited in­ 
comes are keeping automibiles. Some 
of them feel at times that the ma­ 
chine is beyond their means. Yet 
it seems to do the family so much 
good that they dislike to give it up.

Such folks often feel envious as 
they look at newly painted and 
shiny automobiles with which the 
streets are filled, while their faith­ 
ful old car is weather beaten and 
dingy. They sometimes fee! lacking 
in self-respect, as they drive their 
anscient machine among those of 
later vintage and wore glorious ap­ 
pearance.

Yet they should hold up their 
heads. Their credit at the grocery 
store may be better than some ofj 
those whose motors suggest freer 
spending. The first purpose of an 
automobile is not to dazzle the on 
lockers with new paint, but to 
reach destinations and enjoy unfa­ 
miliar scenes.

It is amazing how much misin­ 
formation is spread around by a 
type of orators and so called think­ 
ers who are trying to create class 
warfare.

The industries of Russia have 
been destroyed by the soviet gov 
ernment and it will be many years 
before their trade gets back to pre 
war figures, even if their govern­ 
ment was fully recognized. But the 
people will keep on making these 
preposterous statements, and some 
folks wiffl keep on believing them. 
Fortunately more people are reading 
newspapers and magazines than ev­ 
er before, and those who can size 
up information of this kind for its 
real worth are growing more nu­ 
merous.

Pessimists who think the young 
people are showing deterioration, 
might well consider the spectacle 
presented at the colleges.

This is called a materialistic age, 
and it is considered that most peo­ 
ple are thinking only of money, j 
Any college worthy to be called byj 
that name presents a course in 
which materialistic thought is re­ 
tiring to the background. There are; 
few studies that relate directly toj 
business. The student is given in­ 
struction in history and literature 
and languages and philosophy, and 
a wide range of by-branches that 
should make broader and better 
men and women.

Practical people sometimes claim 
that these courses do not prepare 
for ilfe, and demand that these j 
instructions take on business stu­ 
dies. Yet the college persist in 
this broad and independent outlook, 
and try not so much to make busi­ 
ness successes, as to send out men 
and women who are intelligent and 
patriotic citizens, with a generous 
conception of obligations to the 
community.

Do we find these young folks, 
whom some foTks consider vanid and 
superficial, scorning these courses 
as too intellectual! and spiritual for 
their supposedly light heads? ' By 
no means. These colleges offering 
these broadening courses are be­ 
sieged with applicants. .Some of the j 
olde 1' and more famous ones are 
turning away more students than 
they receive, and the newer and 
less noted ones are filling up with 
unwonted numbers.

Some folks may think that a col­ 
lege education will bring them 
business success. But even if their 
motive is only that, it indicates 
serious purpose. They want to fit 
themselves to render srevke that 
will command recognition. A gen­ 
eration of young folks so much in­ 
terested in higher education is not 
so degenerate as some may think. 
Only a small proportion of the 
young people go to college, hut the 
majority would jump at the chance 
if they had the money.

BUSINESS CENTERS 
The business center of a city is 

a kind of mirror that reflects,,to 
a considerable extent the characte 
and purposes of that community. As 
a rule when you have a shabby 
business center, you have a poor and 
undesirable town. If you have a 
well-built and cared for center, you 
have an advancing community.

The leading business men of ev­ 
ery community should consider that 
the development of an attractive 
center is one of the essentials of 
civic progress, and should invest 
a fair share of their savings in 
substantial buildings that would 
furnish suitable trade accommoda­ 
tions and make their city look like 
a live one.

When new buildings are called 
fon they should make an effort to 
have unsuitable old structures re­ 
moved and attractive ones put in 
their places. Such property in a 
live town is a good investment, it 
grows more valuable as time goes 
on, and it gives one a sense of pride 
and achievement to make such a 
contribution to the welfare of his 
home community.
