Of the 45,000,000 sufferers, more 

than 15,000,000 are doomed to 

death from starvation and cold un­ 

less help is sent across the Pacific.

The struggle of millions of Chi­ 

nese farmers and others to continue 

their existence is described by mis­ 

sionaries as remarkable. Three 

crops failed in succession, and a, 

single crop failure in that heavily 

people land Induces a condition, 

which would be considered a famine 

In this country.
Millions of Chinese are without 

food. They have sacrificed their 

homes and their stock and are with­ 

out clothes, fuel or shelter. Cholera 

and hunger-fever have set in and 

their calamity challenges any other 

In the world.
So great was the distress In No­ 

vember that President Wilson ap­ 

pointed a committee of 130 promin­ 

ent men and women to marshal Am­ 

erican relief for aid of the sufferers.
Churches, commercial, theatrical, 

and motion picture accociations, 

benevolent societies, are asked to 

aid In the relief work.
A check for $1,200 was sent re­ 

cently to Lee To, New York's "May­ 

or of Chinatown," by the Chinese 

of Pittsburg who are trying to aid 

their famine-stricken brothers in 

Northern China.
